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RE: Annexation Legislation
Dear (Legislator):

As a resident of the Hide-A-Way Lake community and your constituent, I am concerned about the annexation of a community without their consent.  I would like to urge you to introduce into the state legislature a bill that would allow communities about to be annexed by a neighboring municipality to have a binding referendum (vote) stating their position (for or against) on the annexation.  The outcome of the vote by the community would determine if the annexation process should continue.  
Having no say about the future annexation of your community invites disillusionment and anger on the part of the residents of the communities about to be annexed.  A municipality trying to enlarge their tax base without really being able to provide upgraded services to the community in question in a reasonable amount of time is wrong.  This should not be a reason for annexation especially if the community does not want the annexation. The binding vote would encourage municipalities to make the annexation enticing and beneficial to the community.  

If this legislation is not possible, then perhaps legislation could be enacted giving the annexed community the right to revert back to its original status of an unincorporated community if the promised improvements are not realized within three years.  Promises sound nice, but actions should take precedent. Perhaps a retro-active refund of all monies paid to the municipality would be a deterrent for annexation when knowingly no services could be provided.   
I look forward to a timely response from you on this legislation.  I would be happy to discuss with you in person my concerns for annexation of a community without its consent.
